This is an intense time of year—we're finishing this school year as effectively as possible,
while simultaneously planning for the new school year. I want to begin to share with you
about one of the components being planned for next year.

We know that, in an ideal world, every child's learning needs and learning style would be
incorporated into his/her own individualized learning plan. One of the frustrations (and
less-than-ideal realities) we have had over the years is that of not having resources (time,
staff, materials) to provide those individualized plans and the interventions (help) that
would bring those plans to life.

Enter a new federal law governing Special Education that, very simply put, provides a
vastly more flexible way of distributing resources. I+ mandates a higher level of
collaboration and a less-rigid way of identifying students who can be served. In addition,
as shared in this column in the last edition of the Chronicle, we will have a half-time GT
Facilitator. So next year we are looking forward to being able to serve a much broader
range of student needs than before.

For this entire school year, a team of classroom teachers and other staff members have
been building this new system, painstakingly writing and rewriting, developing and
redeveloping, the components and processes that meet the criteria of the new law and
that will fit with Coyote Creek's beliefs and culture. We have been working within a grant
written for Douglas County Schools and Cherry Creek Schools, so we could build our own
system before the law actually takes effect and do it within an entity that would guide us
and help us to ensure that what we're doing is within established parameters.

This information may raise a plethora of questions—and please know that those questions
will be answered as we move into next year—but we wanted to begin to give parents a
heads-up about this hew system. We will be sharing the process and the new language
(jargon?) that will begin to be heard about it as it moves into place.

For now, just know that our staff has participated in some very high quality thinking and
planning on behalf of better service to our students for our next school year—and we're
excited about the positive changes we are expecting to see!

What a gem they’re
getting!

eJen Murtha — 5B teacher, much loved by students
and parents. As you probably know, Jen has been
pursuing her licensure as an administrator; she’s
almost there and has decided that before actually
becoming an administrator she wants to have a more
diversified background to take into any future
administrative position. A very wise move, but very
hard to let her go.

eJessica Ladowski — Social Worker at Coyote Creek

MOVING FORWARD WITH OPTION SCHOOLS

A new funding model for option schools—district run schools
of choice— will help offset the direct burden on taxpayers.
The expense to build a school will be offset by the funding
from new students. The district has received letters of intent
from 160 families living in Douglas County, but not currently
attending school here.

The Board unanimously approved an architects agreement for
a proposed district option school in the Heritage Hills
neighborhood. After more than a year of dedicated effort, a
new school serving a planned mix of walk-in students and
other district families will be built on a 17 acre site in Lone
Tree. The school will be built on 10 acres adjacent to a seven-
acre South Suburban managed park.

This option school signals a new way of doing business in
Douglas County; a model for evaluating and funding
educational choices. “We have developed criteria for schools
that are research based, proven to be effective and viable to
the district,” said Deputy Superintendent Nancy Sebring. “We
hope to use this criteria to evaluate any option school in the
future.”
