I t Õs your  chance t o pick up 
br ochur es and ask quest ions about  a var iet y of  colleges, all in one place.  Fair s r ange in size, 
f r om smaller  event s at  high schools or  communit y cent er s wit h r epr esent at ives f r om j ust  a 
f ew inst it ut ions t o f air s in lar ge cit ies t hat  f eat ur e hundr eds of  colleges and univer sit ies.  
I n some cases, colleges ar e r epr esent ed by f ull- t ime admissions of f icer s f r om t he 
campuses, while ot her  t imes t he t ables ar e st af f ed by t he collegesÕ alumni or  cur r ent  
st udent s.  Some f air s also include inf or mat ion sessions on t opics like f inancial aid, as well as 
oppor t unit ies t o t alk wit h exper ienced high school counselor s who can advise you on t he 
college admissions pr ocess.  Bef or e you go t o a college f air , t hink about  what  kind of  college 
would suit  you best .  Some quest ions ar e list ed in t he lef t  hand column.  Mor e inf or mat ion is 
on Naviance-ÒLat est  NewsÓ: including using your  t ime at  t he f air  wisely, quest ions t o ask and

¥ When you ar r ive, check out   
t he f loor  plan and f ind out   
wher e t he t ables f or  your  t op  
choice colleges ar e locat ed so  
you can go dir ect ly t o t hem.  
¥ Wr it e your  most  impor t ant   
quest ions down in advance so  
you donÕt  f or get  t hem.  
¥ Check on whet her  any inf or -  
mat ion sessions, such as  
f inancial aid, ar e being  
of f er ed. I nt er est ed? Budget   
your  t ime accor dingly.  
¥ J ot  down not es about  a 
college  
while your  memor y is f r esh,  
such as r ight  af t er  visit ing t he  
t able.  
¥ Pick up t he business car ds of   
any r epr esent at ives you t alk  
t o, so you can cont act  t hem if   

you have any mor e quest ions.
